These may be for infants, a child embarrassed in school because they have no socks to wear, for individuals living in a shelter or who are unsheltered, teenagers and adults. 
Project Instructions for Team Project Leader 
(1) Review and understand all project instructions. 

(2) Organize the project in whatever way works for your group. Set date(s) and time(s) for the Sock Drive. Get creative with how you promote it, collect the socks, have fun. Include employees, customers, family……you decide. 

(3) Promote the project to your co-workers or group members and recruit participants. 

(4) Ensure that everything you need to do and complete the project is available and ready. 

(5) Instruct all participants in the project purpose, project instructions and any safety or other instructions required by the company/group. 

(6) Conduct your SOCKTOBERFEST campaign and collect as many NEW socks as you are able. Tube socks fit all sizes and can be pulled up for warmth. Many socks come in size ranges so fit a number of sizes. There are plain socks, fun socks, warm socks….all kinds. 

(7) Share your caring! 
 Post photos of your project and tag on Instagram with @unitedwayyellowstone and use #UnitedForYC, #Better Together, #LiveUnited. 
 Share your SOCKTOBERFEST project ideas with a brief description and pictures to volcoord@uwyellowstone.org so we can share with other “sock collectors.” 

(8) Drop the collected items off at the United Way office, 2173 Overland Avenue between October 1st-October 31st to be shared with project partner agencies. (Main entrance is in the northeast corner at the back of the building off the large parking lot.) 
(9) Track the number and names of volunteers who participate and the total hours served using the Donation Form provided to you. 
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
